Barn Rules – Revised 2008


· Horse Head Quarters, LLC will not be responsible for lost or misplaced items.   It is your responsibility to put away and lock up your equipment in the boarder’s tack room.  It is advisable that you provide a locking trunk for tack, grooming and any other items of value.  We will pick up tack and other items when we find them and place them in the lost and found box.  It will be your responsibility to identify and claim anything found.
· Children under the age of 18 must wear helmets while riding.  It is Horse Head Quarters, LLC policy and practice to inform each rider of the necessity to wear a Standard equestrian helmet during each and every ride.  
THE HELMET MAY PROTECT YOU FROM SERIOUS HEAD INJURIES AND MAY PREVENT DEATH IN RELATION TO RIDING ACTIVITIES

· No Horseplay in the barns (running, screaming, loud noises, sudden movements). There are inherent risks when performing horse related activities.  These types of behaviors dramatically increase the chance of someone getting injured, including you, your friends and the horses.
· Do not enter or allow children or guests to enter paddocks, stalls or pastures other than your own without permission.

· Do not attempt or allow your children or guests to attempt riding maneuvers that are beyond a rider’s capabilities.  No riding double or trick riding.

· Your guests must sign a release form before riding on the property.  Remember, you accept full responsibility for your children and guests.
· BARN HOURS:  Arena Lights are to be turned off and barn closed for the day by 9:30 PM Sunday – Thursday nights, and 10:00 PM Friday and Saturday nights.  If you are the last person in the arena, please turn off the lights.  Please be respectful of the times as this is our home.
· Do not ride or lead horses in parking lot.  Please use walkway when traveling between barn, arenas and trails.  While on the walkway, keep your horse at a walk.










































· Please clean up after your horse in the grooming racks, pathways and arenas.  This includes hair, hoof pickings and manure.  Brooms and shovels are available for use.
· SMOKING IS NOT ALLOWED ANYWHERE ON THE PROPERTY.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

· Farriers and Vets:  Please schedule your appointments when you can be present or make pre-paid arrangements with the barn manager.  Please clean up after Farrier, nails and nail ends can be hazardous to other horses.
· NO DOGS ALLOWED ON PROPERTY WITHOUT PRIOR ARRANGEMENT WITH OWNERS.  Please be aware that owner has dogs and you may see them wandering the property.  This is our home and the dogs believe they have a really big back yard.  We understand that not everyone likes dogs, if you are uncomfortable with dogs please inform manager and we will put them away for the duration of your visit. 
· ALWAYS turn all lights off and close the doors when leaving if you’re the last one here.

· Thank you for your consideration of these rules.  We hope to make Horse Head Quarters, LLC a safe and fun environment.
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
